In 2020, the department won the Gold award for Designing
Websites in the Wales Skills Competition.

Coleg Menai works as a strategic partner of the National Film and Television School (NFTS). As part of
the opportunities that arise from the partnership, the successful applicant and the teaching team
would receive a series of annual training from leading experts in the industry to further refine their
skills. The successful applicant would also be able to attend masterclasses and visit the NFTS school
annually with the students, hearing from professionals in the industry about the latest developments.

The department works closely with the local television company, Rondo, and the successful candidate
would be a part of an exciting project that gives the opportunity for Creative Industry, TV and Film,
Hair and Beauty learners all to come together to create an unique production and to gain valuable
work experience and an insight into life on set as well as creating links with a local employer.
